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Winter Weather

Winter storms create a higher risk of car accidents, hypothermia, frostbite, carbon
monoxide poising, and heart attacks from overexertion as well as bring extreme cold,
freezing rain, snow, ice, and high winds.

Here are a few tips to keep you and your family safe.

DRESS APPROPRIATELY

Wear clothes meant for cold, wet, and windy conditions such as:
« Loose-fitting layers
« Hats, socks, shoes, and gloves
« Outerwear that will keep you dry

Extreme exposure to the cold can eventually lead to hypothermia.

DRINK WARM BEVERAGES AND TAKE BREAKS
- Take frequent breaks in cold areas, if possible
« Drink plenty of warm, sweet beverages (sugar water, sports drinks)
+ AVOID caffeine (in coffee, tea, sodas, or hot chocolate) and alcohol

KNOW THE WARNING SIGNS

« Trench Foot

« Frostbite

« Hypothermia
*Don't ignore the signs: Uncontrollable shivering, slurred speech, clumsiness, fatigue, and
confusion.

HYPOTHERMIA IS A MEDICAL EMERGENCY: CALL 911
- Getting help can be the difference between life and death.
« You are at higher risk if you take certain medications, are in poor physical
condition, or suffer from illnesses such as diabetes, hypertension, or
cardiovascular disease.
